6. Warranty conditions

The same warranty conditions apply to the electronic remote throttle control as to the
Torgeedo motors. Please read the notes on the extent of warranty and the warranty
process in the relevant operating manuals.

7. Equipment and operating elements

7.1 Supply scope

The full supply scope of your Torqeedo electronic remote throttle control should include
the following parts:

* Remote throttle RT (for right or top assembly) or
remote throttle LT (for left or top assembly)
» Control cable, 19 ft
» Bracket to fix the remote throttle for left or right assembly
* Operating manual
* Warranty certificate
» Packaging

8. Connecting the remote throttle

1. Lay the enclosed 19 ft. control cable between the location you wish to assemble the
remote throttle and the tiller of the motor. Ensure that the cable is not subject to
clamping during any steering movement.

2. Install the remote throttle in your preferred position, either to the left or to the right
with the bracket supplied or on top (here you do not need the bracket). Before finally
tightening the remote throttle insert the plug of the control cable into the jack on the
underside of the remote throttle.

3. Insert the second plug of the control cable into the vacant jack on the underside of the
tiller.

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9. Operation

Before starting make sure that the tiller and the remote throttle are in the stop position.
The operating element (tiller or remote throttle) which is used first, decides about
propeller speed and direction of the motor. To change the operating element both
operating elements have to be in the stop position again.

Forward movement of the remote throttle means the boat moves forward, backward
movement of the remote throttle means the boat moves backwards. The central position
is the stop position.

10. Storage and care instruction

» Occasionally use contact spray to care the plugs on the bus cable /
control cable and the jacks. If you use the motor in salt or brackish
water, we recommend applying contact spray once a month.

* Repairs may only be carried out by authorized Torgeedo Service Centers.
Should you attempt to carry out repairs or conversions, this immediately
voids the warranty.

 If you wish to submit a warranty claim, please observe the warranty
instructions of your Torgeedo motor.

11. Disposal instructions

Torqgeedo products are manufactured in accordance with EU Directive
2002/96. This directive regulates the disposal of electrical and electronic
devices to protect the environment.

You can, in line with local regulations, hand in the motor at a collecting
point.
